‘To promote skill based equitable education among students, that all the CIs/OCCs of
HBNI should identify different categories of students such as advanced learners or
high achievers, average learners, or slow learners. Specially designed courses may be
conducted for augmenting their quest of knowledge and skill.

The following measures may be implemented in all the ClIs/OCCs for the benefit of
slow and advanced learners.

(1) The advanced learners are to be encouraged to gain additional credits through
regular/on-line/SWAYAM/NPTEL courses.

(i) The advanced learners should be encouraged to attend Entrepreneurial
programs and Technology/Innovation programs through the respective Cells
in the institute.

(iti) Special Mentorship/Counselling programs on regular basis should be
provided to slow learners.

(iv) The slow learners should be provided with additional study/reference

. materials by the faculty.

(v)  Theslow learners have to be given chances to attend additional classes towards
learning the basics and problem solving etc.

(vi)  The slow learners should be provided with the recording of regular classes
enabling them to revise the regular class proceedings in their leisure times.
